Hon'ble Sir

The applicant Tarun Sethi son of Sanjeev Sethi] resident of House no- 1370,
Azad Nagar Street no. 6 Yamuna Nagar Tehsil Jagadhri District Yamuna Nagar respectfully
submits as under:-

1. That the applicant is permanent bonafide resident of above address and he is a law-
abiding person and has full faith and loyalty in the Indian constitution.
2. That on 30-05-2024, at about 12:45 pm. when the applicant was withdrawing money

from ATM, at that time, a person named Jauni alias Yogesh Kumar standing there was staring
at the applicant and then he started abusing the applicant without any reason. Meanwhile,
Karan friend of the applicant who was passing from there, came there on seeing this incident
but the Johny started using castism words for Karan calling him that he is a bastard ‘Chamaar’
and what he is looking atandtold him that they have already killed a boy and he will kill the
applicant too and no one will know. It is important to note that Johny is already an accused in
the case of 302 IPC and has criminal background. After some time, Johnny stood on the street
no. 4 and started abusing, then he went to call some boys. The applicant and Karan escaped
from there and started for their work and when they were turning from lane no. 11 at 1:15/1:30
in the afternoon towards Shastri Colony, said accused Johny accused in criminal conspiracy
with Harvinder alias Shalu son of Gulshan, Manni and Hanni both sons of Gulshan Kumar,
residents of Azad Nagar, street no. 10, Yamuna Nagar and other unknown persons attacked
on the applicant and when the applicant stopped his car, the above accused attacked with iron
rods, sticks and rods in their hands and broke the entire car and the glass of the car hit the
hand of accused Harvinder @ Shalu and he broke the 10 gram gold chain from the neck of
Shera alias Sahran and attacked him with an iron rod. Due to which he suffered serious
injuries on his waist and right hand and he threatened Jashan alias Jassi and Karan by calling
‘Chude-Chamaar' that he will kill the applicant and others and will teach a lesson for helping
the applicant Tarun and with great difficulty the applicant and his above friends ran away from
there saving their lives from the accused.Immediately after this the applicant went to Civil
Hospital Yamuna Nagar where Shera alias Sehran was medically treated and his medical was
done. Thereafter went to Ram Pura police station and gave application for taking legal action
against the above accused Harvinder Shalu etc. But the Police did not lodge any. The
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applicant personally met the investigating the officer several times and requested inspector
Satpal to take the footage of the CCTV camera installed at the spot but the CCTV camera
footage was not taken and on the other hand, he started threatening the applicant to register a
false case against the applicant. After this, the applicant personally appeared before the S.P.
Yamuna Nagar and informed about the entire incident and submitted the application no. 4908
on which S.P. Yamuna Nagar directed Shri Praveen Kumar, Chowki Incharge to investigate
but he did not investigate the CCTV footage and rather started pressurizing applicant to take
back / withdraw his application otherwise FIR will be registered against him.

3. That as stated above because the accused party Harvinder @ Shalu, Johny, Manni
and Hanni are influential persons and Johny is already booked in 302 case and they have
good hearsay with local police and at their instance neither Inspector Satpal nor Incharge
Parveen kumar took any action on the complaint of applicant, rather on the behest of above
accused Johny@Yogesh, as a counter blast, a false FIR no. 524, 30.5.2024 under section
323, 324, 34, 506 IPC was fabricated and got registered with P.S.cityYamuna Nagar against
the applicant.

4. That feeling aggrieved, the applicant made a representation to the Director General of
Police, Haryana, Panchkula on explaining the whole actual incident of 30.5.2024 whereby all
the four accused had attacked on the applicant and his friends and damaged his car and
caused injuries and ultimately on the intervention and direction of DGP, Haryana for fair
investigation and action against the real culprits i.e. Harvinder@Shalu Johny @Yogesh, Hanni
and Manni, in terms of letter no.5743 dated 22.06.2024 to the office of Superintendent of
Police Yamuna Nagar and on investigation by DSP Shri Rajesh Kumar, H.P.S. it was
ultimately found that serious crime under section 148, 149, 323, 427,506, IPC had been
committed by the above four accused and accordingly FIR no. 646 dated 05.07.2024 section
148, 149,323,427,506, IPC was registered at Police Station City Yamuna Nagar against all the
above accused Harvinder@Shalu, Johny@Yogesh, Hanni after cancelling the false FIR no.
524 dt 30.5.2024 which was falsely got registered against the applicant. The police has also
sent cancellation report of FIR no. 524 to the concerned Id. Ikaga magistrate, Jagadhri on
25.7.2024.

5. That it all shows and proves that the applicant is innocent and the other party i.e
Harvinder @ Shalu Johny @ Yogesh, Hanni and Manni are actual culprits who are bent upon
to harm the applicant and they keep a grudge against the applicant.

6. That because the above accused persons named Harvinder @ Shalu Johny @
Yogesh, Hanni and Manni are influential persons, now they through the instrumentality of SHO
Farakpur have got issued a notice under section 41-A in FIR no. 524 dt. 30.5.2024 (which
infact stood cancelled by P.S. City Yamuna Nagar) and inspite of the fact that the SHO P.S.
Farakpur has no right to issue such notice because FIR no. 524 had been registered with P.S.
City Yamuna Nagar and not with P.S. Farakpur It that shows at the instance of above accused
person Yogesh @ Johny wants to harass the applicant Tarun Sethi by sending false and illegal
notice under section 41-A dt- 5.12.2024 which is a very serious matter.

7. That the applicant apprehends danger to his life and liberty after receiving the notice
under section 41-A from SHO P.S. Farakpur and enquiry and strict action deserves to be
taken/conducted against the police officers as well as culprits who are playing and misusing
the process of law.
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It is therefore most humbly and respectfully prayed that strict action may kindly be
in view of submissions made above and the applicant Tarun Sethi may kindly be saved.

6. The deptt., did not respond at all. | submitted another representation cum reminders
on 26.12.2022, 02.02.2023 and 18.02.2023 in this respect. The silence and inaction of the
deptt forced me to approach the Hon High court vide C.W.P N021407 of 2023. Again the Hon.
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High Court directed me to submit another representation to the Director. The deptt neglected it
and did not respond.

7. At last the COCP No. 166 of 2024 was filed. The department's counsel stated before
the Hon. High court that the case was in progress and very soon the needful would be
accomplished but nothing has transpired till date.

My grievances are as under:

A. The period from 5.07.1986 to 01.01.1993 should be counted for my pension purpose.
B. The post of the Principal should be sanctioned from 01.01.2008.

C. My pension, pensionary benefits including the gratuity should be revised as per
principal's grade in the 7th pay commission.

D. All the arrears with the F.D. interest should be paid.

Schools (Special Pension Contributory
Provident Fund) Rules, 2001.

The deptt., did not respond at all. |
submitted another representation cum
reminders on 26.12.2022, 02.02.2023
and 18.02.2023 in this respect. The
silence and inaction of the deptt.,
forced me to approach the Hon. High
Court vide CWP No. 21407 of 2023.
Again the Hon. High Court directed
me to submit another representation
to the Director.

In CWP No. 21407 of 2023, he had prayed
to grant him regular pay scale of the post of

Sec. School is already sanctioned but the
applicant was not promoted at that point of
time by the management of Said school. So
no benefit of the post of Principal prior to his
actual date of actual promotion w.e.f.

6. We also do not agree with the contention of respondents’ counsel that Rule-29 ibid would
only cover the cases of police officers who have discharged on compensation or invalid
gratuity or invalid pension. The pension figuring in the rules is to be read independently &
disjunctively without being linked with invalid gratuity and compassion. Police officer
discharged on a pension before attaining the age of 50 years would also include in itself the
cases of police officer who had sought voluntary retirement under the provisions of Rule 48-A
of CCS (Pension) Rules 1972.
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7. In view of the above observation, we are of the considered opinion that the applicant is
legally entitled to be considered for re-employment as a police pensioner under Rule-29 ibid
and the respondents have wrongly rejected his claim without application of mind to the
provision ibid. In the result, the OA is allowed. The impugned order dated 28-3-2000 is
guashed and set aside. The respondents are directed to consider the applicant for re-
employment as Police pensioner keeping in view the observations made above---"

"2.1... The applicant has also produced a copy of the order passed by Commissioner of
Police in the case of Inspector Vinod Kumar, who was re-employed vide order dated 09-07-
2004.

4.1 Learned counsel for the applicant argued that the stand taken by the respondents was
unjustified as this would lead to a situation whereby those discharged on being declared
invalid could be reemployed whereas those who had availed of voluntary retirement could not
be so reemployed. Sh. Luthra further argued that the Rule-29 provides that even those who
have been discharged on pension can be reemployed. He submitted that pension is
admissible only in the following cases: -

(i) To those who have taken voluntary retirement.

(i) To those who have been compulsorily retired under FR-56(J).
(i) To those who have availed of invalid pension.

(iv) To those who have attained the age of superannuation.

He argued that a reading of Rule-29 would make it evident that reemployment is
permissible only upto the age of 50 years and is granted subject to medical fithess. Thus,
those who have attained the age of superannuation as also those who have become invalid
cannot avail of the benefit of this rule. The remaining two types of cases in which pension is
granted are those where an employee has been compulsorily retired (as penalty) or those
cases where an employee has been granted voluntary retirement. An incongruous situation
would arise if those who have been compulsorily retired under FR-56(J) are permitted
reemployment whereas those who had taken retirement on their own are excluded. This
obviously is not an acceptable situation. Hence, it would follow that as per provisions of Rule-
29.those who had availed of pension after taking voluntary retirement, were eligible for
reemployment subject to fulfilment of other conditions of age and medical fitness.

4.2 After considering the submissions of Sh. Luthra we find the same to be convincing and
are in agreement with him. We also find that this case is squarely covered by judgment of a
Co-ordinate Bench of this Tribunal in OA-934/2000 (supra) relied upon by the applicant.

5. We, therefore, allow this O.A, and quash the impugned order dated 13.02.2014 as well
as order dated 22.04.2014- We further direct the respondents to reconsider the case of the
applicant in the light of observations made above under Rule -29 of Delhi Police (Appointment
and Recruitment) Rules, 1980."

"12. A bare perusal of Rule-29 clearly indicates that the same is not barring of
consideration of the case of a police officer who took voluntary retirement and receiving
pension for re-employment.

15. Accordingly, the OA is allowed and the orders dated 23.06.2015 and 24.11.2015 are
guashed. The respondents are directed to re-consider the case of the applicant under Rule-29
of Delhi Police (Appointment & Recruitment) Rules, 1980.

Assistant
Sub Inspector, Sandeep Kumar No. 299/YNR (Request for allowing re-enroliment under rule
12.25 of Punjab Police Rules, 1934) was received in this office vide Superintendent of Police,
Yamunanagar office memo No. 415 dated 02.01.2025.

On perusal of comments received from Superintendent of Police, Yamunanagar and
Inspector General of Police, Ambala Range, Ambala, it was found that the case of the
applicant is not covered under Rule 12.25 of PPR and is also against Rule 149 of Haryana
Civil Service Rules and instructions issued by PHQ from time to time. Legal opinion on the
matter was also obtained by the office of the Inspector General of Police, Ambala Range,
Ambala and it was found that he is not eligible to be re-enrolled.

In view of above, the application dated 31.12.2024 submitted by Retd. Assistant Sub
Inspector, Sandeep Kumar No. 299/YNR has been considered and filed.

After that, the same representation submitted by Retd. Assistant Sub Inspector,
Sandeep Kumar No. 299/YNR (Request for allowing re-enroliment under rule 12.25 of Punjab
Police Rules, 1934) was again received in this office, which was considered and filed in view of
opinion received from AD/legal, PHQ.

It is also pertinent to mention here that a similar issue is sub-judice in the Hon'ble High
Court, in which the Hon'ble High Court took an adverse view regarding a police official who
was taken back in service after his voluntary retirement. The above case is fixed for hearing on
25.07.2025 in the Hon'ble High Court. In view of above facts and circumstances,
representation of Retd. ASI Sandeep Kumar No. 299/YNR may kindly be filed.

Thereafter, the Committee orally examined with the concerned departmental
representatives and petitioner/ applicant in its meeting held on 15.07.2025. The Committee
observed that the Petitioner submit a fresh application to the department within a week and the
department consider the application. The compliance report submit to the Committee. The
reply received from the department which reads as under: -

2. The case has been considered by the Government and it has been observed as
under:-

(2). Rule-149 of HCS (General) Rules, 2016 is not applicable in the present case as the
applicant is not seking withdrawal of his notice of voluntary retirement as he has already been
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voluntarily retired w.e.f 31.07.2024. Rather, the claim of petitioner is for re-enrollment under
rule 12.25 PPR being a pensioner.

(ii). The direction/clarification dated 15.06.2021 and 09.01.2025 issued by your office
also relates to withdrawal of notice of voluntary retirement under rule 149 of HCS (General)
Rules, 2016, hence, the same are not applicable in the present case.

(iii). The pending Court case referred to by your office relates to ASI Sarjeet Singh and
in that case neither he applied for re-enrolment under rule 12.25 PPR nor he was enrolled
under the said rule in fact, in his case, his voluntary retirement order was cancelled and he
was taken into the service by SP/Nuh. He was also involved in a criminal case and a
departmental inquiry was also pending against him. In these circumstances, the IGP, South
Range, Rewari, directed the SP. Nuh to re-consider his case accordingly.

(iv). The Superintendent of Police, Yamunanagar had also intimated that ASI Sandeep
Kumar was an intelligent, enthusiastic, energetic, dedicated and very hard-working official. He
was an efficient 10. In case of his re-enroliment, he will definitely prove to be an asset.

(V). The legal position on the issue is well settled by various judgments passed by the
Hon'ble Himachal Pradesh, High Court, Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana, High Court and Central
Administrative Tribunal. New Delhi, wherein it has been settled that an employee after taking
voluntary retirement can apply for re-enrollment under rule 12.25 PPR [(Similar rule 29 of Delhi
Police (Appointment and Recruitment) Rules).

In view of the above, ASI Sandeep Kumar, No. 299/YNR(Retd.) is fully eligible/entitled
for re-enrolment under Rule 12.25 of Punjab Police Rules, 1934 and therefore you are directed
to issue immediate instructions to the competent authority to offer him re-enrolment to ASI
Sandeep Kumar, No. 299/YNR(Retd.), without any further delay subject to the condition
mentioned in the said rule.

This issues with the approval of the Hon'ble Chief Minister, Haryana.

Thereafter, the Committee again orally examined with the concerned departmental
representatives and petitioner /applicant in its meeting held on 06.01.2026. The department
submitted the replies to the Committee, which reads as under: -

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> That the petitioner is not entitled to re-enrolment under Rule 12.25 of the PPR, 1934
(Volume-ll) as the said rule is applicable only to discharged officials and not to police officials
who retired on voluntary basis.

> It would be violative of judgment of the Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in
CWP No. 1234 of 2025-ASI Sarjit Singh, decided on 26.09.2025.
2. On reconsideration of the matter, the Government has observed the above-mentioned

grounds are not correct. The legal position has been settled by multiple judgments of the
Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court, including CWP No. 23102 of 2013 decided on
09.09.2023 and CWP No. 14389 of 2014 decided on 05.12.2022 as well as judgments of the
Hon'ble Himachal Pradesh High Court and the Central Administrative Tribunal. It has
consistently been held that a police official who has taken voluntary retirement is entitled to
apply for re-enrolment under Rule 12.25 of the PPR.

3. So far as the judgment of the Hon'ble Punjab and Haryana High Court in CWP No.
1234 of 2025 in case of ASI Sarjit Singh decided on 26.09.2025 is concerned, the same is
neither applicable nor relevant to the present case. In case of ASI Sarjit Singh (No. 150/PWL),
the official had not applied for re-enrolment under Rule 12.25 of the PPR. His voluntary
retirement was cancelled, and he was taken back into service by the Superintendent of Police,
Nuh, without any statutory authority or enabling rule. Further, he was involved in a criminal
case and a departmental inquiry was pending against him. In view of his conduct, the IGP,
South Range, Rewari, held him to be a corrupt officer and directed his removal from service.
The facts of that case are, therefore, entirely distinguishable and have no application
whatsoever to the present petitioner.

4. In the given circumstances the Government decision vide Memo No. 08/70/2025-6HGI
dated 06.11.2025 is not in violation of any judicial pronouncement and case of ASI Sandeep
Kumar, No. 299/YNR (Retd.) is squarely falls under Rule 12.25 of the Punjab Police Rules,
1934 (Volume-ll) as per legal position explained above. Hence, no relaxation in any rule is
required.

5. You are, therefore advised and again directed to implement the Government decision
conveyed vide Memo No. 08/70/2025-6HGI dated 06.11.2025 and to issue instructions to the
concerned competent authority to offer re-enrolment to ASI Sandeep Kumar, No. 299/YNR
(Retd.) under rule 12.25 PPR, 1934 and to send Action Taken Report, so that the same may
be placed before the Committee on Petitions, Haryana Vidhan Sabha. The matter has already
been unduly delayed at your level, despite clear directions.

"It is directed that decision with regard to requests for with withdrawal of notice of
voluntary retirement should be taken in accordance with Rule 149 of HCS (General) Rules,
2016, as per which "notice of voluntary retirement shall not be withdrawn without specific
approval of the appointing authority. The request in this regard made before the date of
intended retirement may be considered by the competent authority irrespective of the fact that
orders of voluntary retirement have been made or not." In view of this provision, it is clear that
requests for withdrawal of VRS notice can not be entertained after the date of intended
retirement.

It is further clarified that such request are not covered by Rule 12.25 of PPR which
only applies to re-employment of police officers who have been discharged with compensation
or invalid gratuity or pension. It does not apply to those who have proceeded on voluntary
retirement.

12 In the instant case, the petitioner filed application" seeking withdrawal of his notice
for voluntary retirement after the expiry of intended period. The notice was served on 08-09-
2017. As per applicable three months. The petitioner in his notice disclosed three months
period as intended date of retirement. The said period expired on 07.12.2017. His notice was
accepted on 27.09.2017. On account of Rule 149 of Service Rules despite acceptance of his
notice for voluntary retirement, he could withdraw his notice till 07.12.2017 i.e. intended date of
retirement. As soon as 07.12.2017 passed away, he lost right to withdraw his notice of
voluntary retirement and authorities lost power to accept his letter seeking withdrawal of
notice.
