Sir, Bus stand Israna is not functional at present due to construction of flyover 

at Panipat-Rohtak highway and consequent blocking of its entry and exit gates. 

As soon as the Bus stand becomes functional, the proposal for construction of 

ladies toilet will be taken up. Further, there is no proposal for construction of 

ladies toilet at matloda village as it has a bus queue shelter only and there is 

no provision for toilets at bus queue shelters.

1. Bus Stand Israna falls under the Jurisdiction of Panipat depot. lsrana is 

situated between Panipat and Gohana at NH No. 71-A. lt is 20 Kilometers away from Panipat 

and 23 Kilometers from Gohana. A three bays bus stand was constructed on 11 Kanal 13 Marla 

land in Israna. The land was allotted free of cost by the Gram Panchayat, lsrana. The Bus 

Stand was constructed at a cost of Rs. 23.50 Lakh and was inaugurated on 31.08.1995 by the 

then Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana. Approximately, 85 buses (Haryana Roadways and       

Co-operative Societies) pass through Israna. Bus Stand Israna was functioning smoothly         

7-8 Years earlier. However, after construction of the fly over in front of Bus stand lsrana, no 

sufficient space is available for movement of buses/large vehicles. Moreover, space on the 

service road below the fly over is very congested and may result in any untoward incident due 

to non-availability of sufficient space for movement of Buses/Large Vehicles. As Bus Stand 

lsrana is not being operated, there is no need to provide toilets at this Bus Stand. 

2. Matlauda is situated on Panipat-Jind road and is 18 Kilometers away from 

main Bus Stand Panipat. There is no Bus stand at Matlauda but a Bus Queue Shelter is 

constructed.  The construction cost of this Bus Queue Shelter was Rs. 1.70 Lakh. 

Approximately, 60 buses pass through Matlauda. 

The Bus Queue Shelter is a small structure of 22’ X 9’ X 7’ 9” (height) to 

facilitate the passengers waiting for Buses and to provide them shelter from rain and sun etc. 

According to the policy of the Govt., there is no provision to construct toilets at Bus Queue
