
Process of Making Yellow Cards 

372.      SHRI BALRAJ KUNDU, M.L.A.: Will the Deputy Chief Minister be pleased to 
state: 

a) the reasons for which the work for making yellow cards has been stopped by the 
Government in the state; and  

b) the steps are being takenby the Government to simplify the complicated process  
for making yellow ration cards in the State?

Sir, 

a) In November, 2020 Government has decided that the mechanism for 

identification of BPL families may be integrated with ParivarPehchanPatra and till 

such time of its integration, the present portal(Saral) for registration of BPL 

application may be closed. 

b) The process of making the Yellow Ration Cards is-   

 
Any household can apply on Saral/E-Disha portal from anywhere through 

Village Level Entrepreneur (VLE) or Citizen Service Centre(CSC) or other media. 

The details of the households entered on Saral portal are automatically filtered on 

the basis of 13 exclusion parameters for rural areas & 15 parameters for urban areas. 

If any family falling under any one of these parameters then it is automatically 

excluded from BPL. The families not having any exclusion parameter are prima-

facie eligible for inclusion in BPL. For rural areas, there are another 7 deprivation 

parameters and prima facie eligible rural areas families who have any 3 deprivation 

parameters out of these 7 deprivation parameters are physically verified by village 

level committee and if details are found true then they are included in rural BPL list 

by the DC level committee. The finalized BPL list is then forwarded through online 

to the DFSCs for issuing ration cards.  

To simply this process an integration with the Parivar Pehchan Patra (PPP) 

portal is being done by the Government. 

 

 

  



 

Note on process of issuance of BPL cards 

 

It is submitted that the Government decided to include rural poor families in the 

rural BPL list on the basis of the exclusion and deprivation parameters i.e. initially any 

family having anyone of the 13 exclusion parameters will automatically be excluded for 

rural BPL, thereafter, the remaining families will be considered who are having upto 3 

deprivation parameters out of total 7 parameters. This process was made online on E-

Disha/Saral portal where anyone can apply from his/her village or anywhere else. The 

families which are prima-facie considered for rural BPL are physically verified for their 

submissions and if found correct are then forwarded by BDPOs to the DC level committee 

for inclusion in the rural BPL list. The list is forwarded automatically on the portal to the 

DFSCs for issuing Yellow Card. Those families who have all the 7 or any 6 deprivation 

criteria are considered as Antyodaya families and are issued Pink card by DFSC. It is also 

mentioned that there are another 5 parameters; the families having any of these parameters 

will automatically be included in the rural BPL. There are 8,54,692 lakh rural BPL families 

as per information available. 

 The Government on 02.11.2020 decided that the mechanism for identification of 

BPL families may be integrated with ParivarPehchanPatra and till such time of its 

integration, the present portal (Saral) for registration of BPL application may be closed. 

The process of Urban area as informed by the Urban Local Bodies Department is 

alike i.e. there are 15 exclusion parameters and the urban area families who have applied 

on the Saral/e-Disha portal are automatically excluded if they are having any one of these 

15 parameters. Remaining prima facie eligible families are physically verified by District 

Level Committee and then included by the DC level Committee in the BPL list. The final 

list is then forwarded to the DFSC for issuing the ration cards.
