Sir, 3122 Computer Labs have been established in Govt. High/Sr.
Sec. Schools of the State for imparting computer education to the
students of classes 6th to 12th. There are 2036 Computer Faculty
and 2215 Computer Lab Attendants working in these Labs for
imparting Computer Education. Further, there are 1967
sanctioned posts of PGT (Computer Science) for the Govt. Senior
Secondary Schools against which 337 PGT’s are working and a
requisition of 1410 posts has been sent to the Haryana Staff
Selection Commission (HSSC). In addition, 800 more computer
labs will be established during the Financial Year 2021-22 under
Samagra Shiksha Scheme.
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
