Repair of Roads

SH. JAGBIR SINGH MALIK, M.L.A.: Will the Deputy Chief Minister be pleased to
state whether there is any proposal under the consideration of the Government to repair
the following roads of Gohana Assembly Constituency which are in dilapidated
condition:-

1) Village Barwasni to Luhari Tibba;

i1) Village Barwasni to village Bagru;

iii) Village Barota to Gamri;

iv) Road on West Yamuna Canal from Rohat Bridge to Khubru bridge;
V) village Tihar Malik to Bhainswal Kalan;

Vi) village Khanpur Kalan to Shamri;

vii)  Village Khanpur to Bajana Kalan;

viii)  Village Mundlana to Khanpur Kalan;

ix) Link road of village Hulla Heri, Karewari; and

X) Sonepat road to village Chitana?

Barwasni to Luhari Tibba:- The total length of this road is 15.19 km, the work is in
progress under PMGSY —III (Batch —II) and is likely to be completed by March,2022 .

Barwasni to village Bagru :- This road was transferred from HSAMB Deptt. to PWD
B&R Deptt. in March, 2020. The length of this road is 4.36 km and the metalled width is
3.66 mtr. This road is being maintained by regular patch work and the road is in good
condition.

Barota to Gamri:- This road pertains to HSAMB Sonepat. HSAMB has informed that
special repair work has been allotted to the contractual agency on 08.12.2021 and will be
completed by 30.04.2022.

West Yamuna Canal from Rohat bridge to Khubru bridge:- The work for re-
construction of this road is entrusted to the Haryana State Road and Bridges
Development Corporation (HSRDC). Tender for an amount of Rs. 189.55 Crores for
construction of 2 lane relief road between two running canals i.e. WJC/CLC from
Dhindar Village Sonepat-Panipat Distt. Boundary to Village Barwasni (Km. 57.176 to
81.960) including bituminous work from RD 81.960 to 104.042 up to Delhi Border in
Haryana State has been received by the HSRDC on 26.11.2021 and the same is under
process for award of work. The total length of the road is approximately 46.866 Km.

Tihar Malik to Bhainswal Kalan:- This road pertains to HSAMB. The length of this
road is 4.15 km. This road was constructed by the HSAMB during 1999, with the passage
of time some patches have been developed and the patch work under annual repair is
likely to be completed by 31.03.2022 except phirni portion. HSAMB has informed that
the work for special repair of phirni portion in both the villages will be taken up during
the next financial year i.e. 2022-23.
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Khanpur Kalan to Shamri:- The stretch of Khanpur Kalan to Shamri falls in the road
namely Rithal to Bawana Lakhu upto MDR-121 via Rewara, Katwal, Lath road in
Sonepat Distt. The length of this road is 18.03 km. This road is being improved under
PMGSY Phase -III (Batch-II). The work is in progress and likely to be completed in
March, 2022.

Khanpur to Bajana Kalan:- There is a proposal for Improvement of road by Pdg. &
Stg. from Bajana Kalan to Village Khanpur road (Road ID 6210) RD 0.00 to 8.40 in
Ganaur Constituency in Sonepat Distt under NABARD Scheme. The total length of the
road is 8.40 Km. The tenders for the work have been received and the same are under
process for award of work.

Mundlana to Khanpur Kalan:- This road pertains to HSAMB. The length of this road
is 5.70 km. HSAMB has informed that with the passage of time some patches have
developed and the patch work under annual repair is likely to be completed by
31.03.2022.

Link road of village Hullaheri, Karewari:— The link road of village Hullaheri is being
improved under PMGSY Phase-III (Batch-II). The total length of this road is 15.19 km.
The work is in progress and likely to be completed by March, 2022.

The length of karewari link road is 1.76 km and this road is in good condition.

Sonepat road to village Chitana:— The length of this road is 2.80 km.The road is being
maintained by regular patch work. The administrative approval for this work was
received vide Additional Chief Secretary memo No. 09/454/2021-3 B&R (W) dated
30.09.2021 amounting to Rs. 159.24 lacs and accordingly the Detailed Estimate and
DNIT is under progress.
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
