Government to shift the dairies outside the Municipal Corporation
area in Panipat; if so, the details thereof; and

the time by which the above said dairies are likely to be shifted?

Sir, a total number of 381 dairies exist in municipal limits of
Panipat. A Dairy Farm in village Binjhol has been established by
Municipal Corporation Panipat in 2003 having 147 plots. Out of
these 128 plots have been allotted and 64 dairies have been
shifted in this dairy farm till date. Process is underway with
Municipal Corporation Panipat to allot remaining 19 dairy plots and
to shift dairies in the plots allotted. Apart from above, a proposal to
identify additional new suitable place/land to shift remaining dairies
outside municipal limit is also under consideration with the
Municipal Corporation.

Dairies which have been allotted plots will be shifted in the dairy
farm at the earliest by Municipal Corporation Panipat. However,
remaining dairies will be shifted outside municipal limit after
identification of suitable place/land. No specific timeframe can be

given at this initial stage.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

A total number of 381 dairies exist in Municipal limits of Panipat.

A Dairy Farm in village Binjhol was established by Municipal
Corporation Panipat in 2003 with 147 plots.

Out of total 147 plots, 128 plots have been allotted and 64 dairies
have been shifted in this dairy farm till date.

Process is underway with Municipal Corporation Panipat to allot
remaining 19 dairy plots which is likely to be completed upto
September, 2022.

Notices are being issued to dairy plot owners who have not shifted
in the dairy complex till date, failing which their allotment will be
cancelled.

A proposal to identify additional new suitable place/land to shift
remaining dairies outside Municipal limit is also under consideration
with the Municipal Corporation.

Municipal Corporation Panipat is finalizing the proposal to fix the
charge/fee to be levied on the dairies to facilitate the lifting and

disposal of animal dung generated by these dairies.
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
