Outcome of Haryana Enterprises and Employment Policy 2020

inception?

Sir,

Haryana Government has launched the Industrial Policy, Haryana Enterprises &
Employment Policy (HEEP) in December 2020. The policy aims to establish Haryana
as a competitive and favored investment destination, achieve regional development,

diversify exports and augment livelihood opportunities through resilient economic

development. HEEP, 2020 came into effect on 01.01.2021.

Department of Industries & Commerce has made huge strides in improving Ease of
Doing Business, Infrastructure improvement & Increasing exports. State
received 24000+ investment proposals relating to establishment of new businesses
and expansions. Various investors of national and international repute such as
Maruti, Grasim Paints, Flipkart, GLS Polyfilms etc. have expressed keenness to invest

in Haryana.

Haryana Enterprises & Employment Policy (HEEP) defined following action items as

key objectives for the policy duration of 5 years-

1. Generate 5 lakh jobs

2. Attract investments over INR 1 lakh crore

3. Double the exports to INR 2 lakh crore

4. Re-evaluate at least 100 State statutes (Acts, Rules and guidelines) and make them
more amenable to investors

5. Strengthen supply chain facilities and infrastructure across 22 districts

Current progress of the above-mentioned policy objectives are as follows-

1. Generate 5 lakh jobs- In the first year of operation of HEEP-2020, Haryana
attracted investments across Mega, Large and MSME categories. Under Mega
investment category proposed employment generation is 31,386. (Annexure I)

2. Attract investments over INR 1 lakh crore- In the first year of operation of
HEEP-2020, Haryana attracted investments proposals worth Rs. 23,204 Crores which
includes Mega (Annexure-I), Large and MSMEs.

3. Double the exports to INR 2 lakh crore- To promote exports in Haryana, the

state has given additional incentives under export promotion in HEEP 2020. Haryana



exported goods worth of Rs. 80,400 Crore during January 2021 to September 2021
across 5000+ commodities with a growth of 36.89% (as compared to Jan 20- Sep
’20). Expected Merchandise export from Haryana for the year 2021 is expected to
reach Rs. 107,200 Crores. Services export data of 2021-22 is unavailable. However, in
the year 2020-21, total yearly services exports from Haryana amounted to Rs. 88,840

Crores.

4. Re-evaluate at least 100 State statutes (Acts, Rules and guidelines) and
make them more amenable to investors- In 2020-21, Under the project of
“Minimizing Regulatory Compliance burden” of Government of India, Haryana
reduced 450+ burdensome compliances for businesses, thus enabling more ease of

business.

5. Strengthen supply chain facilities and infrastructure across 22 districts-
Government of Haryana has launched Programme to Accelerate Development for
MSME Advancement (PADMA) to strengthen supply chain facilities & basic
infrastructure at each block in the state of Haryana. PADMA aims to create a
dynamic, self-sustainable and thriving industrial infrastructure centered around
a “specific product”at the block level reaching all 140 blocks of 22 districts of

Haryana.

An “Electronics Manufacturing Cluster” is coming up at IMT Sohna over 500 acres
of land. The park is being set up with the support of Government of India, under the
Modified Electronics Manufacturing Clusters (EMC 2.0) scheme, and will comprise of
Industrial plots, Ready Built Factories, well equipped tool rooms, start-up facilitation
center, warehouses, skill development center and other necessary support
infrastructure required for various Industry participants to set up their own

operations.

A State-of-the-art industrial and Commercial Township of about 3,218 acres of land is
coming up near Kharkhoda (Sonipat) and Industrial Model Township (IMT) at Sohna

is coming up in over 1545 acres.

Other efforts related to HEEP-2020

Ease of Doing Business

Government has been proactive in implementing reforms mandated by Department
for Promotion of Industry and Internal Trade, Government of India (DPIIT) to
improve Fase of Doing Business. Haryana successfully implemented 301 reforms
under State Reform Action Plan. 99.3% reforms points have been approved by

DPIIT till date.



Logistics improvement

Government has been working towards strengthening the logistics in the state. With
the objectives of promoting excellence and efficiency of logistics sector, the
Government has constituted State Logistics Coordination Committee and State
Logistics Coordination Cell brining all the logistics related stake holders on one
platform. Government’s efforts have resulted in improving State’s rank in Logistics
Hase Across Different States (LEADS) index. Haryana achieved 2nd rank in Ease of
Logistics in India under LEADS 2021 report.

Policy outreach
The Government has conducted investor workshops across all 22 districts, for
promoting HEEP 2020 policy and making industry aware of industrial approval

related digital services being provided by the Govt.

HEEP 2020 aspires to create an all-encompassing industrial environment by
establishing an ecosystem in which the Ease of Doing Business meets and even
exceeds worldwide best practices. This would not only provide an impetus to the
start-up ecosystem in the State but also help Haryana become a global investment

hub. The policy is well on track in achieving the stated objectives.
