Yes Sir. The documents demanded by Inquiry Officer, State Vigilance
Bureau, Faridabad were provided by Municipal Corporation Faridabad vide
memo no. MCF/EE-11/2020/239 dt. 07/09/2020.

Yes Sir. A discussion was held on the matter during the meeting and it
was apprised to the committee by Commissioner Municipal Corporation
Faridabad that a vigilance inquiry is being conducted in the matter.

In this regard it is submitted that an inquiry is being conducted by
Vigilance Department and action against the erring officials will be taken
by the Government on the basis of Inquiry report of Vigilance Department
and its recommendation. The change in scope and specification of the
work was approved by the then Commissioner, Municipal Corporation

Faridabad on the written request made by the area MLA.



Executive Summary

Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana made an Announcement on dated
7.06.2015 bearing Code No. 10202 titled “An amount of Rs. 120 Crore of
widening and construction of footpath of the road i) Bodh Vihar to ITI
ii) ITI to Neelam Chowk iii) Neelam Chowk to Hardware Chowk and
iv) Bodh Vihar to Hardware Chowk".

Estimate amounting to Rs.102.00 Crore for construction of bituminous
road was prepared by MCF and approved by Government vide letter No.
TA/DULB/2017/169 dated 19.01.2017.

The DNIT for the work was prepared for Rs.7634.13 Lakh and work was
allotted to M/s R.K. Gandhi vide Memo No. MCF/EE-II/2017/269 dated
07.07.2017 for Rs.7252.89 Lakh with time completion date as
20.04.20109.

It was observed during site visit of area MLA that some area is low lying
and water logging occurs during rainy season due to which bituminous
road may be got damaged frequently.

Accordingly, on the request made by area MLA and based on the
recommendation of technical committee constituted for the same the then
Commissioner, MCF approved change in scope and specification of work
from bituminous road to cement concrete road (RMC).

Director, Local Audit Department Haryana in it annual report for the
2018-19 has also pointed out the matter regarding change of scope and
specification of said work.

State Vigilance Department is also conducting inquiry in the matter vide
inquiry no. 5 dt. 26.04.20109.

The said audit para was also discussed in the meeting of the Committee
on Local Bodies and Panchayati Raj Institutions held on 21.09.2021.

At present, 57% work amounting to Rs. 41,32,84,109/- has been

completed at site and the remaining work is put on hold due to inquiry

Details Regarding Vigilance Inquiry

It is submitted here that Hon’ble Chief Minister, Haryana made an
Announcement on dated 07.06.2015 bearing Code No. 10202 titled
“An amount of Rs. 120 Crore of widening and construction of footpath of
the road i) Bodh Vihar to ITI ii) ITI to Neelam Chowk iii) Neelam Chowk to
Hardware Chowk and iv) Bodh Vihar to Hardware Chowk".

In compliance of the said announcement an estimate amounting
to Rs.102.00 Crore for construction of bituminous road was prepared and
got approved by Municipal Corporation Faridabad through Government
vide letter No. TA/DULB/2017/169 dated 19.01.2017. The DNIT for the
work was prepared for Rs.7634.13 Lakh and after following due process of
E-tendering work was allotted to M/s R.K. Gandhi vide Memo No. MCF/EE-
11/2017/269 dated 07.07.2017 for Rs.7252.89 Lakh. The work was started
on 27.07.2017 and its date of completion was 20.04.2019 as per work
order.

During execution of work, the site was visited by Local Area
MLA, with Commissioner Municipal Corporation Faridabad, Chief Engineer,
Superintending Engineer and other technical staff. It was observed during
site visit that some area is low lying and water logging occurs during rainy
season due to which bituminous road may get damaged frequently.
Hence, matter was discussed at length and directions were issued to
construct cement concrete road (Ready Mix Concrete) at critical points.

Area MLA on dated 07.09.2017 made a request to Municipal
Corporation Faridabad to construct the road by using cement concrete
road (Ready Mix Concrete) instead of bituminous road at those points
where water logging occurs frequently.

Accordingly, the then Commissioner, Municipal Corporation
Faridabad constituted a Committee of CE, SE-I, SE-II & all XENs of MCF to
examine and recommend the case. The technical committee gave its
recommendations to change scope and specification of work from
bituminous road to cement concrete road (Ready Mix Concrete) in large
public interest referring clause No.12 of agreement terms & conditions
“alteration in specifications & design”. Based on the recommendation of
the committee the then Commissioner, MCF granted the permission to
carry out the work using cement concrete (Ready Mix Concrete).

The matter regarding change in specification of said work has

also been pointed out in the Annual Audit report on accounts of Municipal



Corporation Faridabad for the year 2018-19 at point no. 14 (2) audited by
the Director, Local Audit Department Haryana.

The said audit para was also discussed in the meeting of the
Committee on Local Bodies and Panchayati Raj Institutions held on
21.09.2021. In which, it was apprised to the Committee by the
department that in this matter an Inquiry no. 5 dt. 26.04.2019 is already
being conducted by State Vigilance Department and action against erring
officials will be initiated as per the inquiry report and recommendation
therein.

At present, 57% work amounting to Rs. 41,32,84,109/- has
been completed at site and the remaining work is put on hold due to

inquiry.
