EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

A Trauma Care Facility often referred to as Trauma Centre; is a health care
institution that has the resources and capabilities necessary to provide trauma
services at a particular level to injured patients.

Trauma Care Facilities are categorized into four levels depending on the
facilities available.

As per Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (GOI) guidelines, no trauma
victim has to be transported for more than 50 KM and Trauma Care Facility

should be available at every 100 KM.

The length of Faridabad to Mathura National Highway in Haryana is
approximately 80 KM and trauma care services are already been provided in
District Civil Hospital Faridabad and Palwal. Apart from these, there are 7
additional Trauma Centres in the private sector on this part of National
Highway 4 in Palwal (Gurunanak, Apex, Vardaan & Cosmos Hospital) 3 in
Faridabad (SSB, Fortis & Asian Hospital).

There is no such proposal under consideration of the Government to open a
Trauma Centre in Palwal on Faridabad to Mathura National Highway.

Presently, there are 6 District Civil Hospitals and 1 Civil Hospital where
Trauma Care Facilities of level III are functional in the state with the support of
the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India.

All other District Civil Hospitals and other Civil Hospitals are providing trauma

care services.



NOTE FOR THE PAD
A Trauma Care Facility often referred to as Trauma Centre; is a health care

institution that has the resources and capabilities necessary to provide trauma
services at a particular level to injured patients.
Trauma Care Facilities are categorized into four levels depending on the
facilities available:-
Level IV Trauma Care: Appropriately equipped and manned mobile
hospital/ambulances.
Level III Trauma Care: Initial evaluation and stabilization (surgical if
appropriate) to trauma patients, comprehensive medical and surgical services of
physicians, surgeons, orthopedic surgeons and anesthetists round the clock.
Level II Trauma Care: Care for severe trauma patients along with services of
emergency physicians, surgeons, orthopedicians and anesthetists.
Neurosurgeons/General Surgeons trained in neurosurgery for 6 months.
Level I Trauma Care: Highest level of definitive and comprehensive care for
patients with complex injuries. The services of all major super specialties
associated with trauma care are available 24x7. These facilities are available
only in medical college hospitals.

As per Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (GOI) guidelines, no
trauma victim has to be transported for more than 50 KM and Trauma Care

Facility should be available at every100 KM.

Presently, there are 6 District Civil Hospitals and 1 Civil Hospital
whereTrauma Care Facilities of level 11l are functional in the state with the
support of Ministry of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India:

1. DCH, Ambala City

2. DCH, Rewari

3. DC H, Panipat

4. DCH, Sirsa

5. DCH, Yamunanagar

6. CH, Bahadurgarh

7. DCH, Karnal

In addition, to the above all other District Civil Hospitals and other Civil
Hospitals are providing trauma care services. Further, the Health Department is
continuously upgrading its health facilities in terms of Infrastructure,

Manpower, and Equipments etc.



The length of Faridabad to Mathura Highway in Haryana is
approximately 80 KM and there are 2 Trauma Centers in the vicinity of Palwal,
one each at Shree Atal Bihari Vajpayee Government Medical College Chhainsa,
Faridabad & Shaheed Hasan Khan Mewati Government Medical college at
Nalhar (Nuh) . Furthermore, trauma care services are being provided in District
Civil Hospital Palwal & Faridabad 24x7. Apart from these, there are 7
additional Trauma Centres in the private sector on this part of National
Highway 4 in Palwal (Gurunanak, Apex, Vardaan & Cosmos Hospital) 3 in
Faridabad (SSB, Fortis & Asian Hospital).

There is no such proposal under consideration of the Government to
open a Trauma Centre in Palwal on Faridabad to Mathura National Highway.

Moreover, the trauma Patients in and around Faridabad to Mathura
National Highway are being given primary trauma care at various health
institutions of Faridabad and Palwal districts e.g. Sub Divisional Civil Hospital
and Community Health Centres and if the situation warrants for further care the
patients are transported to Shaheed Hasan Khan Mewati Govt. Medical College
at Nalhar (Nuh) which is situated at a distance of 35 K.M from & Shree Atal
Bihari Vajpayee Government Medical College Chhainsa, Faridabad situated at
25 KM from Palwal with the help of 24X7 ambulance service.
