Department implemented various schemes during the year 2021-22 from which
the Scheduled Caste farmers were benefitted in the State. The detail of the

schemes is as under:

Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Department

1.

Scheme for Providing Implements/ Machinery on subsidy to the group of
farmers and farmers of SC category

During the year 2021-22, 225 SC farmers were benefitted with an amount of
Rs. 4.12 Lac. Many implements like Battery operated spray pump etc. were
given to the farmers on subsidy.

National Food Security Mission for Scheduled Castes Farmers (NFSM)
An amount of Rs. 6.95 Lac was given as a benefit to the 1825 SC farmers for

the distribution of Moong, Mustard, Seed Minikits free of cost.

Support to State Extension Programmes for Extension Reforms for
Scheduled Caste Farmers (ATMA)
An amount of Rs. 52.68 Lac was given as benefit to the 4246 number of SC

farmers under ATMA scheme. These farmers were given Agriculture Inputs
like Seed, Fertilizer, Fungicide, Pesticide etc. for the Demonstration plots.

Rastriya Krisha Vikas Yojna (RKVY)
Under the scheme an amount of Rs. 1012.36 Lac was given as a benefit to

7501 numbers of farmers during the year 2021-22. Various projects are being
implemented by the various department/implementing agencies for the SC
farmers for the construction of Water Harvesting Structure in SC dominating
villages. The SC farmers were also given subsidy on Seed during the year.



Training and awareness camp along with the subsidy to the fisheries farmers

was also provided.

. Pardhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojna (PMFBY)
11813 numbers of farmers were benefitted with an amount of Rs. 769.30 Lac

to the SC farmers as a premium subsidy.

. Sub-Mission on Agriculture Mechanization (SMAM)
Rs. 38.13 Lac was given as a benefit to 9 numbers of Custom Hiring Centres

(CHCs) in which 63 SC farmers were covered. Subsidy @ 80% on the
different implements of farm mechanization was given to the CHCs of SC

farmers.

. Scheme for Management of Crop Residue (CRM)

125 farmers and 23 CHCs (161 farmers) were covered under the scheme with
an amount of Rs. 235.42 Lac. Under the scheme the SC farmers were given
80% subsidy on Agriculture Inputs to the CHCs and 50% subsidy to the
individual farmers.

Technology Mission on Sugarcane(TMS)

46 numbers of farmers were given benefit with an amount of Rs. 2.39 Lac.
And these farmers were provided fertilizer, pesticide, Seed.

. Cotton Cultivation

Rs. 11.55 Lac was given as a benefit to three farmers for subsidy on Water

tank with Micro Irrigation System.

10. PMKSNY

62960 farmers were benefitted with an amount of Rs. 3777.60 Lac during the
year 2021-22. This is a scheme which is directly implemented by the Gol.

Central Scheme for National Horticulture Mission of Scheduled Caste
Rs. 1115.26 Lac was given as a benefit to 540 number of SC farmers for
expansion of area under fruits and maintenance area for vegetable spices,
Aromatic & Rejuvenation Water Farm Ponds, Protected Cultivation,
Mechanization, PHM & Marketing, IPM/INM and Bee-keeping.

Central Plan Scheme for “Silk Samagra” Integrated Scheme for
development Silk Industry (ISDSI) for Scheduled Farmers

326 numbers of farmers were benefitted with an amount of Rs. 112.37
Lac. The SC farmers were provided with Beneficiary Empowerment
program (BEP), Mulberry Plantation Development, Construction of
rearing house for 100 dfls, Supply of Rearing Appliance, Support for
Prophylactic measure for assured Cocoon yield and Maintenance of
