a. The present status of SYL and Hansi Butana link canal togetherwith the steps
taken by the Government to complete the said canals so far are as under:-

Present status of SYL Canal

The opinion on Presidential Reference has been given by Hon’ble Apex Court on
10.11.2016 and the Punjab Termination of Agreements Act, 2004 has been held
unconstitutional. The Hon’ble Apex Court in its order dt. 28.07.2020 directed to convene a
meeting of various stakeholders at the high level and outcome of same, if any, be informed
to the Court. Consequently a meeting of Punjab and Haryana CM with Union Jal Shakti Minister,
Sh Gajendra Shekhawat, CM Haryana was held on 18.08.2020 wherein Hon’ble CM, Haryana
strongly advocated for honoring the verdict of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India to complete the
construction of SYL Canal. Second meeting is likely to be held shortly for which a DO letter dt
06.05.2022 has been written by Hon’ble CM Haryana to Sh. Gajendra Singh Shekhawat, Hon’ble
Minister of Jalshakti, Govt of India. requesting to convene the 2" round of meeting of Chief
Ministers of both States at the earliest as decided during the meeting on 18.08.2020 so that
construction of SYL Canal is completed and Haryana gets is legitimate share of surplus Ravi-Beas
waters.

Present status of Hansi-Butana Link Canal

The Cross examination of witnesses of all parties stood finished on 02.02.2016. As

per directions of Court the matter will be listed for arguments. No next date yet fixed.

Steps taken by Govt. to complete the SYL Canal

1. Right from 09.02.2015, Govt., through Administrative Secretary, Irrigation and
Water Resources Deptt. has written to the GOI, Ministry of Water Resources, River
Development and Ganga Rejuvenation requested the Govt. of India that the
Presidential Reference be got mentioned through Solicitor General/Attorney General
of India for taking up the matter with the Hon’ble Supreme Court for early listing and

disposal of the Presidential Reference.

. With the continuous efforts of Hon’ble CM politically as well as Administratively
and raising the matter of SYL and Presidential Reference in the 27" meeting of NZC
held on 25.04.2015, the matter regarding Presidential Reference, which was pending
for more than 11 years on date, was heard by the Hon’ble Apex Court on 29.02.2016.
. Haryana filed execution application (I.A. No. 6) on 01.06.2016 in Original Suit No.
6/1996 in Hon’ble Apex Court for implementation of Apex Court decision and decree
dated 15.01.2002 and order dated 04.06.2004.

. With continuous pleadings and efforts of our counsels before Hon’ble Court, opinion
on Presidential Reference was given by Apex Court on 10.11.2016 and Punjab
Termination of Agreements Act passed in 2004 was held as unconstitutional.

. After decision on Presidential Reference the matter was taken up administratively as
well as politically by conveying to GOI that much awaited decision on Presidential
Reference has been pronounced by Hon’ble Apex Court on 10.11.2016 and
requesting to take immediate steps towards implementation of the orders decreed on
15.01.2002 and judgement ordered on 04.06.2004 and complete the much delayed
construction of SYL Canal and abate the agony of the people of Southern Haryana
securing their legitimate share of surplus Ravi-Beas waters to their parched lands.

. Hon’ble CM led an all party delegation of Haryana comprising State leaders of BJP,
Congress, INLD and BSP submitted a memorandum to Union Home Minister, GOI
on 24.03.2017 with similar request as made to President of India.

. Haryana CM raised the matter of construction of SYL Canal in the 28" meeting of
NZC held on 12.05.2017 at Chandigarh for its early completion by Punjab.

. As a result of above steps and continuous efforts by Govt. of Haryana, Hon’ble Apex
Court on 09.07.2019 requested the Chief Ministers of both the States to form a
committee of officers and also to ensure that both of them deliberate with the
intervention of Central Govt. at the highest level and if possible to work out a
solution. Any alternative can only be one which is acceptable in toto to the State of
Haryana and Rajasthan.

. After two meetings on the issue on 16.08.2019 and 21.08.2019, nothing concrete
emerged, so a DO letter has been written by Chief Secretary, Haryana to Secretary
(D/o WR,RD &GR), Ministry of Jalshakti on 13.11.2019 requesting that the
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deliberations should not be allowed to drag beyond the time limit granted by the
Hon’ble Court. If the Government of Punjab decides not to relent, the matter be
placed before the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India for further action without seeking
extension of time. There is no gainsaying the fact that the deliberations spanning over
more than two and half years do not seem to bring any change in the stand of the
State of Punjab bringing more and more misery to the people of State of Haryana.

In the three meetings held under the Chairmanship of Secretary Secretary, D/o WIR,
RD&GR, Ministry of Jal Shakti on 16.08.2019, 21.08.2019 and 06.12.2019, Haryana
stated that the Supreme Court verdict in 2002, 2004 and 2016 and the latest order in
2019 clearly lays stress on respecting its order for construction of SYL Canal.
Haryana stressed the need of construction of SYL to carry its share as well as a
backup for the Narwana Canal which presently is a lifeline for the state and expressed
concerns that the understanding reached in the earlier meetings on smaller issues
could not lead to tangible progress. Haryana side held that Sutlej Yamuna Link canal
Is essential for the state to carry its legitimate share of 3.50 MAF in the Ravi Beas
waters.

On 18.08.2020, during meeting of Punjab and Haryana CM with Union Jal Shakti
Minister, Sh Gajendra Shekhawat, CM Haryana strongly advocated for honoring the
verdict of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India to complete the construction of SYL
Canal. He further said that we need carrying capacity to convey the legitimate share
of water allocated to Haryana. Reacting to statement of Punjab CM that availability
of water has gone down, he said that the construction of SYL and availability of
water are two different issues. We should not confuse the two issues as water will be
allocated to the states pro rata depending on current availability of water. This is
clearly provided in the 1981 agreement. In fact SCI, in its judgement has also clearly
mentioned that the decision of Supreme Court is to complete construction of SYL
canal. The precise allocation and distribution of waters among riparian states can be
decided by the Tribunal .

He also said that surplus, unchannelised water of Ravi , Satluj and Beas water has
flowed to Pakistan. As Narwana Branch and BML are more than 60 years old so we

need an alternate carrier for transporting our legitimate share of water.
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12.Haryana Vidhan Sabha in its specially convened Session on 05.04.2022 passed
resolution and urged to Central Government to take measures for the construction of
Satluj Yamuna Link Canal in compliance with the directions of the Hon’ble Supreme

Court.

13.A DO letter no CMH-2022/3527 dt 06.05.2022 has been written by Hon’ble CM
Haryana to Sh. Gajendra Singh Shekhawat, Minister of Jalshakti, GOl requesting to
convene the 2" round of meeting of Chief Ministers of both States at the earliest as
decided during the meeting on 18.08.2020 so that construction of SYL Canal is
completed and Haryana gets is legitimate share of surplus Ravi-Beas waters.

14. The matter regarding completion of SYL Canal was raised by Hon’ble Chief Minister
Haryana in the 30™ meeting of Northern Zonal Council held on 09.07.2022 at Jaipur.
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Steps taken by Govt. to complete Hansi-Butana Canal

. Hon’ble Chief Minister has raised this issue of Hansi-Butana Canal time and again on
various political meetings/fronts and in the 27" meeting of Northern Zonal Council
held on 25.04.2015.

. In second meeting of the Committee of Officers on SYL held on 21.08.2019 under
the Chairmanship of Secretary, MOWR, Haryana raised the issue of resumption of
work of "Bhakra Main Line-Hansi Branch-Butana Branch Multipurpose Link
Channel" (BML-HB-BB-MPLC) to open another off-take point on the Bhakra Main
Line. Haryana stressed that this canal is complete except for last few meters because
of the Original Suit 1/2007 filed by State of Punjab and Original Suit 3 of 2007 filed
by Rajasthan pleading that it has been constructed by Haryana without their consent.
During the meeting, Haryana reassured that concerns of Punjab on flooding will be
addressed on ground by Govt. of Haryana to its satisfaction. Govt. of Haryana also
reiterated its commitment given earlier vide letters dated 10.10.2007 and 04.01.2008
which envisages delivery of water under monitoring/supervision of BBMB to allay
apprehensions of Rajasthan about its share in the BML. In light of reassurance,
Secretary (D/o WR,RD&GR) requested Punjab to consider withdrawal of its OS 1 of
2007 filed in Hon'ble Supreme Court in the matter. The Secretary stated that the
matter will be taken up with Rajasthan for withdrawal of its OS 3/2007 so that BML-
HB-BB-MPLC can be completed immediately to the benefit of Haryana. Punjab
reiterated that the Hansi Butana Link channel now built by Haryana is a sufficient
alternative to the SYL, in view of the changed circumstances. Haryana stated that this
link is only for an equitable distribution of the actual amount of water which it is
receiving and cannot be considered as alternative to SYL canal.

. Haryana Vidhan Sabha in its specially convened Session on 05.04.2022 passed
resolution urged the Central Govt. to prevail upon the State of Punjab to withdraw its
case and permit the Hansi-Butana canal to be able to carry waters to water deficient

areas of the State of Haryana and equitable distribution.”
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b. The present status of Irrigation of Agriculture land in the State togetherwith the
district wise details of the land irrigated through tubewells and through canal
water is as under:-

Out of 39 lac hectare Culturable area, a total of 33.87 lac hectare net area has been
irrigated during 2019-20. Out of this 12.31 lac hectares is through canal water and

21.56 lac hectares is through Tube-wells.

If Gross irrigated area is considered i.e. for both Rabi and Kharif then it totals to
62.79 lac hectares i.e. 23.26 lac hectares has been irrigated through canal water and

39.53 lac hectares through tube-wells.

District wise details of the land irrigated through tube-wells and through canal water
for 2019-20 is attached as Annexure-1.
