To Check the Shortage and Hoarding of Fertilisers

state the steps being taken by the Government to check the shortage

and hoarding of fertilisers in the State?

Sir, there is no shortage of fertilisers during current Kharif
season in State. The Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Department,
Haryana keeps a constant watch on requirement, supply, sale and
stock position of all fertilisers on day-to-day basis. The Government of
India also reviews the supplies to State on every Tuesday through video
conference meeting. The month-wise requirement of all fertilisers for a
particular season is mutually assessed with Government of India at the
time of Zonal Review meeting. The Government of India makes the
monthly allocation to the States as per requirement and the
Suppliers/Importers are asked to make available major fertilisers
including Urea and DAP at the destinations accordingly. The detail of
assessed requirement, availability and consumption of major fertilisers
during the current Kharif 2022 season is as under:

The following steps have been taken in current season by
the State Government to check the shortage and hoarding of
fertilisers in the State as under:

Vide DO letter dated 09.03.2022, DG Agriculture, Haryana requested
Joint Secretary (INM), Gol to provide sufficient rakes in next seven
days so that allocated DAP could be supplied.

Vide instructions dated 12.04.2022 all the Deputy Directors,
Agriculture were advised to direct all the dealers to display daily
fertilisers stocks position and real time feeding of sales data in PoS
machines.

ACS Agriculture has requested through demi official letter dated
24.06.2022 to Secretary (Fertilisers), Gol to make the deficient supplies
made during June, 2022.

Hon’ble Agriculture Minister, Haryana also requested to Hon’ble
Fertilizer Minister, Gol through a demi official letter dated 20.07.2022
to enhance the supply of fertilisers so that State may get adequate
quantity of Urea & DAP.

Vide letter dated 15.07.2022, DG, Agriculture was requested to all the
Deputy Commissioners in the State to Prevent black-marketing,
smuggling and diversion /tagging of subsidized fertilisers for
industrial/non-agricultural uses and to ensure adequate quality and
quantity of fertilisers.

Vide letter dated 02.08.2022, DG, Agriculture was requested to Joint
Secretary (Fertilisers), Gol, to enhancing the supplies in August and
September, 2022.

DG Agriculture also visited the Fertilizer Ministry on 05.08.2022 for
smooth supply in the State. Thus, the State is doing all possible efforts
for making the fertilizers available to farmers in sufficient quantity.
