To Double the Income of Farmers

Will the Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister be pleased to state whether it is a fact
that cost of crops is increasing day by day in the State but the income of the farmers is
decreasing whereas the promise has been made by the Government to double the income
of the farmers by the year 2022; if so, the steps taken or likely to be taken by the

Government in this regard togetherwith the details thereof ?

Sir,

Agriculture & Farmers Welfare Department, Haryana is implementing various
schemes/programs to uplift the income of the farmers in the state towards achieving the
objective of doubling the income of farmers. The steps taken by the department to

increase the income of farmers are: -

1. Rs. 6,000 per year incentive is being given to all farmers in the State through
Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi Yojana (PM-KISAN).

2. State declared the Sugarcane price at Rs. 362 per quintal, which is the highest in
the country. During the 2021-22, an amount of Rs. 136.03 Crores was provided to
various sugar mills of the state as subsidy for payment of sugarcane price to
sugarcane growing farmers.

3. Bajra was covered under Bhavantar Bharpayee Yojana (BBY) during Kharif 2021.
Rs. 600 per quintal as difference of the MSP and average market price (i.e.
between Rs. 2,250 and Rs. 1,650) was paid to the farmers.

4. Government of India announced Agriculture Infrastructure Fund (AIF) in 2020-21
to develop agriculture infrastructure like godown, packhouse and all other post
harvesting structures etc. 346 Projects worth Rs. 355 Crore have been sanctioned
in Haryana till now.

5. w7 vd Foeoe 4y g o has been launched by the department for
participation of farmers in the scheme for treatment of alkaline and saline soil. A
total number of 3,662 farmers registered their 20,997 acres land for reclamation.
The work on 20,000 acres through vertical drainage system in Hisar, Bhiwani,

Sirsa and Sonipat is under process.
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Uttam Beej Portal has been launched for Govt./private agencies to register their
seed growers from Rabi 2021-22.

State Government decide to procure pulses and oilseeds (Sunflower, Gram,
Groundnut, Arhar, Til, Urad) when the market price fell below the MSP.

The farmers were given incentive @ Rs. 7,000 per acre for replacing paddy (water
guzzling crop) with alternate crops (less water consuming) like Cotton, Kharif
Pulses, Kharif Oilseeds, Maize, Fodder, Horticulture/Vegetables and even for
fallow land. During current Kharif Season (2022) Poplar and Eucalyptus have also
been included.

To promote Pulses (Moong, Arhar and Urad) and Oilseeds crops (Castor,
Groundnut and Til) in place of Bajra in the State. Financial assistance of Rs. 4,000
per acre has been given to the farmer.

Financial assistance is being given @ Rs. 5,000 per acre to a farmer for setting up
the demonstration plots of Direct Seeded Rice (max. upto 2.5 acres).

State Government cover the risk of farmer’s crops through Pradhan Mantri Fasal
Bima Yojana.

Under Crop Residue Management (CRM) Programme, 72,777 machines have
been provided on subsidy (50% to Individual Farmer and 80% to Custom Hiring
Centers) with total subsidy of Rs. 584 Crores during last four year (2018-19 to
2021-22). Out of them, 31,446 machines have been given to 6,775 Custom Hiring
Centers and 41,331 machines to Individual Farmers.

Department of Horticulture has launched a unique Crop Cluster Development
Program and would be first State to establish complete supply chain for fresh
fruits and vegetables. In each cluster one FPO is being formed with 300 farmer
members. Further, in each cluster one integrated pack house is being established
for supply chain, marketing of horticulture produces and linking of farmers
directly with the market.

Haryana is at forefront in formation of Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOSs) in
the country.

Haryana is the first State to establish a Honey Trade Centre (HTC) at Integrated
Beekeeping Development Center (IBDC), Ramnagar, Kurukshetra. The subsidy

on bee boxes and bee colonies has been increased from 40% to 85%.
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To safeguard the interest of horticultural farmers during natural calamities scheme
namely Mukhyamantri Baagwani Bima Yojana (MBBY) has been started by the
Government.

Government has increased the subsidy of new orchards which planted at normal
spacing from Rs. 12,000 to Rs. 32,500 per acre, for high density plantation from
Rs. 16,000 to Rs. 50,000 per acre and for plantation of tissue culture date palm
from Rs. 1,21,680 to Rs. 1,40,000 per acre.

The subsidy on vegetable cultivation has been increased from Rs. 8,000 to Rs.
15,000 per acre. The subsidy on spices cultivation has been increased from Rs.
4,800 to Rs. 15,000 per acre and for prioritized spices (Garlic, Turmeric & Ginger)
from Rs. 4,800 to Rs. 30,000 per acre.

Government provides price protection on horticultural crops to the farmers when
market rates are down as compare to rates fixed in Bhavantar Bharpayee Yojana.
Due to this more and more farmers adopting horticulture. From 2018-19 to till date
5,403 farmers benefited with an amount of Rs. 14.12 crore.

Horticulture Department is promoting innovative technologies as vertical farming
to enhance yield, increase availability and thereby doubling the income of farmers.
Choudhary Charan Singh Haryana Agriculture University, Hisar became the First
Agriculture University among State Agriculture Universities of the Country
having 07 Community Radio Stations for the welfare of the farmers. Farmers will
be provided latest information related to improved varieties of crops as well as
their sowing information, diseases and pests and their solutions, weather
information, advice of university scientists, animal husbandry and home science.
Kisan Credit Cards provided to fish farmers to promote fisheries, strengthen fish

seed farms and set up fish feed mills.
