A Kabaddi Hall in village Rindhana, District Sonipat is under Construction

with an estimated cost of Rs. 939.20 lakh.

A Facilitation Centre is under construction in Subhash Stadium, Sonipat

with an estimated cost of Rs. 325 lakh.

There are 20 Coaches and 18 Junior Coaches of different games in the

district who are imparting coaching in various sports disciplines.

The State Government has laid down special emphasis on creating basic
sports infrastructure in the State. At present, there are 03 State Level
Sports Complexes, 21 District Level Sports Stadia, 25 Sub Divisional
Stadia and 163 Rajiv Gandhi Gramin Khel Parisars (RGGKPs) in the State.
Besides, there are 245 Mini/ Rural Stadia, 09 Swimming Pools, 09
Multipurpose Halls, 11 Synthetic Athletics Tracks, 14 Hockey Astroturfs
and 02 Football Synthetic surface in the State.

State has 14 Hockey Astroturfs, located at Government Senior Secondary
School, Shahabad, Kurukshetra; Village Habri, Kaithal; Rajiv Gandhi State
Sports Complex, Rohtak; Shahid Bhagat Singh Sports Complex, Barnala
Road, Sirsa; Jiwan Nagar, Sirsa; Motilal Nehru School of Sports, Rai,
Sonipat; Sports Complex, Sector-4, Sonipat; Bhim Stadium, Bhiwani;
Mahabir Stadium, Hisar; Nehru Stadium, Gurugram; Government High
School, Gurgaon Village, Gurugram; Navdeep Stadium, Narwana, Jind;
Sports Complex, Sector-12, Faridabad and Tau Devi Lal Sports Complex
Sector-3, Panchkula.

There are 11 Synthetic Athletic Tracks in the State, located at Haryana
Agricultural University, Hisar; Tau Devi Lal Sports Complex, Sector-3,
Panchkula; Rajiv Gandhi State Sports Complex, Rohtak (one for
competition and one for training purpose); Sports Complex, Sector-4,
Sonipat; Bhim Stadium, Bhiwani; Sports Complex, Sector-12, Faridabad,;
Navdeep Stadium, Narwana, Jind; Karan Stadium, Karnal and
Daronacharya Stadium, Kurukshetra. One Synthetic Athletic Track is

under construction at War Hero’s Memorial Stadium, Ambala Cantt.

Sports Hostel at Ambala is constructed with an estimate cost of Rs.

1318.54 lakh under SCSP Component Scheme.

Facilitation Centers are being constructed in all Districts Level Stadia in
the State (except Ambala, Charkhi Dadri, Kurukshetra, Nuh and
Panchkula) to house the office of District Sports & Youth Affair Officer with
an approximate cost of Rs.3.00 crore each. The work has been completed
in Bhiwani, Fatehabad, Faridabad, Gurugram, Hisar, Jind, Karnal,
Kaithal, Narnaul, Panipat, Palwal, Rewari, Rohtak, Sirsa & Yamunanagar.
The work is under construction in the remaining districts Sonipat &

Jhajjar.

Apart from the above, with the approval of Hon’ble Chief Minister,

directions have been issued to all Deputy Commissioners to provide basic
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machinery and appoint one Ground man in each RGGKP through District
Sports Council. All DCs have also been requested to get the RGGKPs
repaired from MANREGA through Zila Parishad of their respective district.

There are 238 senior coaches and 365 junior coaches of different games

who are imparting coaching in different sports disciplines.

Department has started around 1100 Sports Nurseries at district level to
promote the sports at the grass root. Similarly, 09 Day-boarding and 08
residential Sports Academies are being run across the State to train the

talented sportspersons.

Proposal to engage 202 Coaches on contractual basis to provide coaching/
training to budding players all over the State is under process. Further,
services of Physiotherapists, Psychologist and Nutritionists will also be
hired on contractual basis at divisional level to provide special assistance

to sportspersons.
District level Stadia are usually constructed on 10 acre land and above.

Sub-Division level Stadia are usually constructed on 6.5 acres land and

above.

Village level Stadia are usually constructed on 4.00 acres land and above.
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
