Sir, In order to assess the damage to Kharif crops, 2022 on account
of heavy rain/water logging at many places after 22 September
2022, special girdawari was ordered to be conducted on
28.10.2022 and on 09.11.2022 (for Hisar district due to
enforcement of Model Code of conduct). Reports of special
girdawari from the districts through Divisional Commissioners are
still awaited. Necessary action will be taken as per
norms/instructions of the Government, on receipt of reports.

State Government made all efforts for dewatering of accumulated
rain water by deploying diesel and electric pump sets. For the
same, a total funds of Rs.3,34,14,585/- have also been released to
the districts in the current financial year as an advance as well as
on the demand basis.

Haryana is an agrarian State. More than 51% of the population of the State is
dependent on agriculture. The Government is conscious of its responsibility to safeguard the
interest of the farmers. Whenever the farmers suffer any loss due to damage to crops, it
becomes the prime duty of the Government to compensate them to some extent.

The Government provides immediate relief in terms of financial assistance to the
victims of drought, earthquake, fire, flood, hailstorm, dust storm, electric sparking,
lightening, cold wave/frost, heat wave, landslide, cloud burst and pest attack. As per
Government of India norms, relief on account of damage to crops due to Drought, Earthquake,
Flood, Hailstorm, Fire, Cold Wave/Frost, Landslide, Cloud Burst and Pest Attack is provided
for the damage ranging from 33% to 100%; whereas the State Government norms of relief on
account of damage to crops due to Floods, Fire, Electric Sparking, Heavy Rains, Hailstorm,
Pest Attack and Dust storm are ranging between 25% to 100%. As such, whole expenditure for
the damage between 25% to less then 33% is being met from the State Budget. Dust Storm,
Electric Sparking, Lightening and Heat Wave are declared as Local Disaster by State
Government vide its order dated 04.06.2019 and compensation is also being provided for the
same. No relief is provided for the crop damage ranging less than 25%. The State Government
compensation norms are higher as compared to Government of India norms. Now vide letter
dated 28.1.2022, the compensation has been enhanced in case of crop damage due to

natural calamities. The comparative table of State Government and Govt. of India norms are
