NH-709AD which starts from Panipat city (Ch. km 0+000) and
connects Shamli in Uttar Pradesh (Ch. km 35+580) is under jurisdiction of
National Highway Authority of India (NHAI). Project Director, NHAI, Baghpat
has intimated that four lanning of this road from is being done by NHAI. The
project was started on 17.09.2020 and is near to completion. Road is in a very
good condition and construction has been carried out keeping in view all the
road safety norms. NH-709AD crosses Sanoli Jalalpur Road at Ch. 13+785.
The road from Sanoli to Jalalpur (Road ID 8256) is a State road and under
jurisdiction of Haryana PWD B&R. Speed breakers have been constructed by
PWD on both sides of Sanoli Jalalpur road at junction of NH-709AD and there
are no accidents happening on a daily basis at this location. However, as per
report received from police station, Sanoli Distt. Panipat, only 4 nos. accidents
took place at this junction in last six months. It was further intimated by Project
Director, NHAI PIU Baghpat that according to the contract agreement of NHAI,
there is no provision to construct VUP at Ch. 13+785. However, there is
provision to construct VUP at Ch. 13+140 and Ch. 15+680; which is completed

and ready for movement of traffic.
