a) Sir, the parks mentioned in the question are being maintained by 

Municipal Council Jhajjar and approximately an expenditure of Rs. 

25.00 Lakh has been borne for maintenance in F.Y. 2022-23. 

Presently, the condition of these parks is satisfactory. 

b) To improve the condition of parks in Jhajjar City, Municipal Council 

has allotted the work of maintenance of parks to an agency on 

25.02.2022  ata cost of Rs. 25.84 Lakh for a period of one year.  

The State Government has taken decision that maintenance of parks 

in municipal areas will be done through RWAs, NGOs, Associations 

or under CSR. Accordingly, Municipal Council Jhajjar has given 

advertisement in newspapers for NGOs/ RWAs/ Companies/ 

Institutions on 02.02.2023.  

For repair and maintenance of public toilets in parks, work has been 

allotted by the Municipal Council Jhajjar to an agency on 02.02.2023 

at a cost of Rs. 29.54 Lakh. The work is likely to be completed 

within a month.
