Under the provisions of the Indian Telegraph Act, full powers are available to place
and maintain a post or pole over any immovable property. In case of towers, the
Govt. has notified a compensation policy in 2022.

If any person subsequent to the erection of overhead line constructs residential
building under electrical lines, he is required to deposit the cost of shifting of such
pole/line subject to technical feasibility.

The cost of shifting of electrical lines are regulated by Regulation 63 of the Central
Electricity Authority (Measures relating to Safety and Electricity Supply)
Regulations, 2010 and HERC Electricity Supply Code Regulations.

The issue does not arise as per response in Point (c).
