JOB CHART for the Post of

Veterinary Livestock Development Assistant (VLDA)

. Application or administration of the drugs as specified in the “Schedule

H” of the Drugs and cosmetics Rules, 1945 under the Drugs and
Cosmetics Act, 1940 (23 of 1940) strictly as prescribed by a registered
veterinary practitioner.

Compounding and dispensing of drugs/therapeutic preparations.

Rendering preliminary veterinary aid through oral adminsitration of
analgesics, antipyretics and other preparations.

Performing castration by closed method, de-horning, dis-budding and
de-beaking.

Assisting Registered Veterinary Practitioner in surgical/gynaecological
interventions.

Prophylactic Vaccinations of animals.

Handling of superficial ailments like wounds, abscesses, external /
superficial haemorrhages, superficial burns etc.

Washing of mouth, hooves, feet, udder etc. with antiseptic / medicated
preparations in conditions like foot and mouth disease, mastitis,
stomatitis etc.

Collection and dispatch of samples of blood, serum, urine, faeces, semen,
milk and other specimens for laboratory examination.

Assisting in the surveillance of infectious diseases, laboratory
investigations and other related technical works including outbreak
control measures.

Collect, compile, maintain and report disease related data.

Provide veterinary first-aid in cases of various ailments including
emergencies namely:-

a) Lightning Stroke

b) Sunstroke / frostbite etc

¢) Electric Shock

d) Poisoning

e) Snake bite

f) Drowning

g) Prolapse of vagina / uterus



h) Retention of placenta
i) Dystokia
j) Dressing of navel cord in new born
k) Simple fracture
) Tail Docking in case of injury/ infection
m) Indigestion
n) Anorexia
) Tympany/bloat
p) Horn Injuries

13. To perform Artificial Insemination in cows and buffaloes, its follow up
and maintenance of record.

14.To register cattle / buffaloes for milk yield and to asist Veterinary
Surgeons in organizing milk recordings / performance recording under
various schemes of the department.

15.To help in extension activities for livestock owners regarding animals
feeding, feed and fodder management, departmental schemes and
programmes.

16. To collect, distribute, maintain stores of veterinary institutions and its
record under the supervision of veterinary surgeon.

17.To ensure general maintenance and cleanliness of the equipments of
institutions.

18.To maintain all the record of field veterinary Instiutions under the
supervision of Veterinary Surgeons.

19. To assist Veterinary Surgeons in the establishment of livestock units and
tagging of livestock as per departmental schemes and instructions.

20.To assist Veterinary Surgeons in organising various therapeutic /
prophylactic / extension works related with mass animals treatments /
vaccination camps.

21. To assist the Veterinary Surgeons in the implementaion of national/ state
programmes / schemes launched by government from time to time for
the welfare of livestock owners & public.

22. Any other duty, in the interest of department, assigned by the in charge
Veterinary Surgeon and higher authorities.
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
