To open Registries in Controlled Areas

*64 Sh. SUBHASH SUDHA (Thanesar):
Will the Deputy Chief Minister be pleased to state:-

a) whether it is a fact that the registries in the controlled areas have been
closed by the Government under the amendment of Section 7-A of
Haryana Development and Registration of Urban areas Act-1975
(Haryana Act No. 17 of 2020 dated 14/09/2020 in State;

b) if so, weather the survey of the land was not conducted prior to the
amendment of the Act regarding to identify the location of vacant land,
pucca houses, plots and shops;

c) if the land was already ‘gairmumkin’, the reasons for which their registry
was closed; and

d) the time by which the above said registries are likely to be opened
togetherwith the details thereof?

DUSHYANT CHAUTALA, DEPUTY CHIEF MINISTER, HARYANA:-

a) No Sir. Section 7-A of the Haryana Development and Regulation of
Urban Areas Act, 1975 (Haryana Act No. 17 of 2020 dated 14/09/2020)
does not ban the registration of properties located in controlled areas,
rather it is a tool to enable the Registering Authority to avoid the
registration of transaction in properties located in unauthorized/illegal
colonies. |Initially this Section was introduced in the statute on
24/05/1989 vide which it was mandated that NOC is required for sale or
gift or lease of a piece of vacant land having area less than one hectare.
Thereafter, vide amendment dated 03/04/2017, NOC was made
mandatory for agricultural land having area less than two kanal. Further,
an amendment was made on 14/09/2020 by which NOC is mandatory for
sale or gift or lease of any vacant land having area less than one acre.

b) There is no provision in the Haryana Development and Regulation of
Urban Areas Act, 1975 to conduct any survey before amendment in
Section 7A of the Act.

¢) The above mentioned provisions of Section 7-A do not describe any kind
of land such as ‘gairmumkin’ to be registered. Further, the Government
has not stopped registries for any kind of land except where the
provisions of the Act are violated.

d) Question does not arise in view of response to forgoing points.



NOTE FOR PAD

The objective of the Haryana Development and Regulation of Urban Areas
Act, 1975 is to regulate the use of land in the state of Haryana in order to prevent
ill-planned and haphazard urbanization in or around towns. To curtail the illegal
colonization in Urban Areas at the nascent stage, Section 7-A of the Act mandates
obtaining an NOC from the Director, Town and Country Planning or any
authorized officer before registration of a document by the Registering Authority.

The Section 7-A of the Act is reproduced below:-

Section 7-A. Registration of certain documents: Notwithstanding
anything contained in any other State law for the time being in force, where any
document is required to be registered under the provisions of section 17 of the
Registration Act, 1908 (Central Act 16 of 1908), purporting to transfer by way of
sale or ‘lease any vacant land’ having an area of less than ‘one acre’ in an urban
area, as may be notified specifically by the Government, from time to time for the
purposes of this section. No Registration Officer appointed under the above said
Act shall register any such document unless the transferor produces a no objection
certificate before such Registration Officer issued by the Director or an officer
authorized by him in writing in this behalf to the effect that the said transfer does
not contravene any of the provisions of this Act and the rules made thereunder and
such no objection certificate shall be issued to the concerned Registering Authority

within thirty days from the date of receipt of the application for the same:-
Provided that—

(@) there shall be no requirement to obtain a no objection certificate from the
Director, where-

(i)  theland is situated in a colony for which a license has been issued under
section 3 of this Act and the copy of the layout plan of colony is
submitted with the application for registration of land; or

(i)  the proposed transfer is as a result of family partition, inheritance,
succession or partition of joint holdings not with the motive of earning
profit; or

(iii)  the proposed transfer is in furtherance of any scheme sanctioned under
any law; or

(iv) the land is being consolidated by way of sale or transfer of complete
share of the different land owners and such land is contiguous to the land
of the purchaser;



(b) if the above said application for grant of no objection certificate submitted to
the Director or an officer authorized by him in writing in this behalf is not
disposed of through an order in writing within a period of thirty days, the no-
objection certificate shall be deemed to have been granted,

(c) all applications for grant of no-objection certificate shall be accompanied by
the following documents, namely:-

(i) title of land,
(ii) draft copy of registration deed; and
(iii) copy of Aadhaar Card.

Explanation:- “vacant land” shall mean such land wherein either no construction
of any nature exist or such construction is in existence which is
either uninhabited or not fit for human habitation and stands
constructed without following the due course of law.

Above provision shows that Section 7-A does not ban the registration of
documents; rather it is a tool to enable the Registering Authority to avoid
registration of documents for plots in unauthorized/illegal colonies. The State
Government has not issued any directions to stop the registries in Urban
Area/Controlled Area. Initially this section was introduced in the statute on
24/05/1989 as per which the NOC was required for a piece of vacant land having
area less than one hectare. Thereafter, vide amendment dated 03/04/2017, the NOC

was made mandatory for agricultural land having area less than two Kanal.

Further, the amendment was made on 14/09/2020. Now the NOC is

mandatory for the vacant land having area less than one acre.

It is also stated that there is no provision in the Act to conduct any survey
before amendment in Section 7A and the above mentioned provision of Section
7-A do not describe any kind of land to be registered and further as explained
above the State Government has not stopped the registries for any kind of land

except wherein in provisions of this Act are violated.

The above mentioned provisions of Section 7-A do not describe any kind of
land such as ‘gairmumkin’ to be registered. Further, as explained above, the
Government has never stopped registries for any kind of land except where the

provisions of this Act are violated.

Question of time to open the registries in the notified areas under Section
7-A of the said Act, do not arise when no ban on registries has been imposed by
the Government. Only mandate is to obtain NOC for the executants of the
instruments prior to present the instrument of sale/gift/lease under Section 7-A of

the said Act before the Registering Authority for its registration.
