8,41,817 ineligible families have not been provided ration for the
month of January, 2023 due to discontinuation of their ration cards
in December, 2022 as all these families have been found ineligible
on the basis of the data provided by CRID. It is further submitted
that ration has been allocated to 31.59 lakh BPL/AAY families for
the month of January, 2023 as compared to 26.94 lakh families for

the month of December, 2022.

Yes, it is a fact that the income must be less than Rs.1.80 lakh per
annum for making Priority Household (BPL) ration card. The
eligibility criteria for identification/inclusion of a family as Priority
Household (BPL household) in the State has been issued by the
Rural Development Department and Urban Local Bodies, Haryana
vide their notification dated 03.08.2022 and 31.08.2022
respectively and the beneficiaries are identified accordingly by

CRID, Haryana.

Pink cards/AAY have been issued to 3.02 lakh families, as fixed
by the Government of India under the National Food Security Act,
2013 to the families who are at the bottom of the list of families

having income less than 1.80 lakh per annum.
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
