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Statement with respect to Question No. *73 

a) The youth of district Sirsa and other neighboring districts are getting affected 

by drugs, but there is no such data to confirm that this is because of the 

neighboring State of Punjab. The report of number of patients coming to the 

De-Addiction Centre of Civil Hospital, Sirsa during the last five years is 

attached as Annexure-1. 

b) Yes Sir. During the Janta Darbar held in Chaudhary Devi Lal University 

(CDLU), Sirsa on 18.09.2022, the Hon’ble Chief Minister confirmed the 

announcement to open a Drug De-Addiction Center made earlier vide 

Announcement Code No. – 26684 dated 29.05.2022. 

c) Yes Sir. A proposal is under consideration to open a Drug De-Addiction 

Centre in an old Multi-Storey building lying vacant in village Phoolkan. With 

regard to availability of 100 Acres of Panchayat land, no proposal has been 

given by the Gram Panchayat of village Phoolkan to open a Drug De-

Addiction Centre. 
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
