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Vajra Model of Growth

the action taken by the Government on the “Vajra Model of Growth” in State
and the outcome thereof?

Under “Vajra Model” five developmental forces have been envisaged for enhanced
economic growth and human development, ease of living for citizens, lifting the poor and
disadvantaged from all socio-economic groups, leveraging productivity through increased
adoption of technology accompanied by employment and entrepreneurship. These five

forces are:

i. Samartha Haryana - Reforms using technology;

ii. Antyodaya — the upliftment of the poorest of the poor,

iii. SatatVikas — Sustainable Development,

iv.  Santulit Paryavaran - Environmental sustainability,

Sahbhagita - Government Community Participation

These five forces of development are the guiding principle for the Government.
The Government implements a number of schemes for achieving the desired results

under each force.

i. Samartha Haryana- Reforms using technology - Government has undertaken
number of steps to promote IT in governance under the “Minimum Government
Maximum Governance”. Some of IT initiatives undertaken are ‘Meri Fasal Mera Byora’,
‘Mera Paani Meri Virasat’, e-kharid portal, IFMS, HALRIS and Privar Pahchan Patra
(PPP) etc. These IT initiatives have enhanced the efficiency, effectiveness of governance
and delivery mechanism.

ii. Antyodaya - For the upliftment of the poorest of the poor (family having an annual
income of upto %1 lakh), a package of financial benefits under various schemes,
customized to the requirement of each family, is being provided under Mukhyamantri
Antyodya Parivar Utthan Yojana to the raise their family income to minimum %1.80 lakhs
per annum. During 2022-23, 36,993 families have been sanctioned loans through
Antyodaya Melas organized under the Yojana. In 2023-24, Government has proposed to
fix a target to cover at least 2 lakh families in this income group and provide them with
access to funding from banks for upto X1 lakh for which a sum of % 2000 crores will be set

aside in consultation with banks.



iii. Satat Vikas — Sustainable Development,

The Seventeen Sustainable Development Goals (SDG) provide a framework to achieve a
better and sustainable future for all. This framework aims to reduce poverty and achieve
economic growth while ensuring equity, peace, and security in the society. The

Government has drawn up a Vision for achieving the SDG goals by 2030.

iv. Santulit Paryavaran - Environmental sustainability :

The Government has proposed to establish the Aravalli Safari Park over 10,000
acres of land in Gurugram and Nuh districts. The Divya Nagar Scheme interalia will
provide for development of oxy-vans, city forests, large city parks and green spaces, city

beautification, Inter University Centers and landscaping etc.

v. Sahbhagita - Government Community Participation
The State Government believes in participation of the people in formulation and

implementation of schemes for welfare and development of citizens.

State Government has launched the 'Samarpan'portal to encourage such
volunteers who are willing to serve the society and can become an essential part of social
upliftment in Haryana by dedicating their time and effort towards social work. Volunteers
will be connected through this portal, after which the services of volunteers including
youth, retired employees will be taken in the field of education, skill development, sports,

agriculture etc.

'Paudhagiri' campaign is one of the examples for increasing the green cover in the
state through community participation.Under this campaign, 22 lakh students from class 6
to 12 of all government and private schools in Haryana will plant a sapling each during

three months of monsoon - July, August and September.

Further, recent initiatives taken by the State Government to devolve funds,
function and functionaries for empowerment of both urban and rural local bodies will
further strengthen community participation in development efforts and delivery of

programmes at the grassroot level in the State.
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
